with NO wind on hand”
“m” sound Humming sound  “Where’s your humming sound-
close your mouth and hummm-
Lips together & feel mmm good”
“n” sound pnn “NO” sound  “You forgot tongue up high behind
teeth and feel MW”
“t” sound Tippy sound “Use your tippy”, “index finger
to center of spot above upper lip”
“d” sound Loud “Tippy” “Use your tippy”, “index finger
sound to center of spot above upper lip
for loud tippy”
“h"” sound Loud Windy sound “You forgot to open mouth for

windy sound”, “I didn’t feel your
wind”, “palm of hand to front of
, mouth”
“k" sound Back “cutting” “You forgot your back sound,
sound index finger to throat and then
fingers cutting like scissors”

“g” sound Back Gargel sound “You forgot your back sound,
index finger to throat and then
thumb on tip of tongue to hold
down and denote drinking loudly”

“f” sound Giant sound “You forgot your giant sound, bite
vour lip like he does fe-fi-fo-fum”

“wv” sound Louvd Giant sovnd  “You forgot your lovd giant sound
so bite your lip and make loud

, tickley “VVV” sound

“s” sound Smiley snake sound “You forgot your smiley snake
so close your teeth, smile and say
s-5-s-s” while wiggling finger”

Bee sund

“You forgot your bee sound-it’s
like the snake sound but louder
like bees buzzzzzing — zzzz”

Sticky sounds

“You forgot your sticky sound™-
Wave hand from one direction to
The other closing fist to indicate
Last sound i.e., ba—=t"

“sh” sound

Big Lips sound

“You forgot big lips out-index
finger to lips and “Shhh” like
telling someone to be quiet”

“ch™ sound

Sneezing sound

“You forgot your sneezing sound-
hand to nose and achoo”- like “sh”
sound but louder like train choo-
c¢hoo-choo

5 sound

Jumping Jack
sound

“You forget Jack s Sound, fike
Jack-In-The-Box, your mouth has
to jump down for j-j-j jumping
jack sound

“1” sound

Singing sound

“You forgot to sing la-la-la (OR)
paint the roof of your mouth with
your tongue for lalala”

“r” sound

Growly sound

“You forgot to growl at me...rrr"”

“w” sound

Spooky Windy
sound

“You forgot to be spooky i.e. ooo
with lips out (puckered) then eee
and end on “000” with lips out”

“y” sound

Back Yes sound

“You forgot it’s way in the back
like yyyyes...or yeah” (most
kids can produce in yes/yeah so
this is an excellent cue to start)

“s™ blends

Snake plus
friend

“You forgot your snake with your
friend i.e., wiggle finger to indicate
snake then friends (phoneme) cue
i.e., wiggle finger ssss-then put
hand to mouth for p-friend sper”
