Activity: Make three boxes on the board. Write the short vowel in the middie box. Add beginning and ending
consonants such as “” and “x.” Track as you segment and blend the word: /t/-/0/-/x/, /fox/. Say, “let's think
of more words that have /o/ in the middle, like FOX.” Give additional clues if students are having difficulty.
