Red and blue paint
Large rectangular piece of cardboard (shape of flag)
Paper stars (can be cut from white paper or purchased
with glue backing)

INSTRUCTIONS: 1. Draw outline of blue field and stripes.

2. Glue crushed shell on where blue field and all
red stripes will be.

3. Paint crushed shells in field blue and stripes red.

4. Glue crushed shells on remaining stripes leave
these white.

6. Make a small hole with paper punch or nail near the
top corners to hanging flag.
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
